This report provides public policy
makers in Connecticut with important demographic data for the State. There are two notable projections that
are consistent with national trends.

First, the statewide Dependency Ratio of rearking individuals (ages19 and 65+) per 100 workers
(ages 2664) will increase from 68.5, in 2000, to 70.3, in 2010. State projections from the Census Bureau
forecast that in 2010 Connecticut will have tH&Kighestpercentage of population that is agé#6. This is up
from ranking 18 in 2000. Regionally, in 2010, Rhode Island, Massachusetts and New York will be rdhked 15
23%and 28" respectively, according to the Census Bureau.

The increase in the Dependency Ratio is due primarily to an incgepspulation of white retirees, age
65+, which is occurring simultaneously with a decreasing populatf children, ages 0 to 19.afa from
the Connecticut State Department of Education shows a second consecutive year of declineumbiex of
childrenin grades 1 td2. In 2007/2008, the enrollment in public school gradet® 12 declined by 3,886om
the previous year. In 2008/2009, enrolimentliwese grades dropped 4,906 from the previous yeaitn total,
enrollment in public schools grad 1to 12 has declined by 8,7%ce2006 2007. This is consistent with
projections of the Connecticut State Data Center which foredést 12enrolimentsto hit bottom around
2020.

Second, statewidghe white population is projected to experience a decline in numbers. This can be
partially attributed to the increasing numbef mixedrace children wittone white parent. Hispanics are the
largest minority group statewide, whereas, Asians are theethgrowing minority group. This parallels national
demographic trends. Districts 1, 3, 4, and 5 mostly follow statewide, and therefore, national demographic
trends. Trends in the racial, or ethnic, composition of District 2 differs from statewidehanefare national
trends In District 2, Other (South Asian Indian and Mainland Chinese) are projected to outnumber Hispanics.
Another deviation from the statewide trend tisat African Americans are the largest minority group in District 3,
while Hispatrics are he largest minority group in Districts 1, 4, and 5

These demographic shifts present challenges for both the State and Connecticut employers because
there will be a increasinglymaller population entering the workforce at the same time thairecreasingly

larger aging population is exiting the workforce and drawing on retirement benefits.
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Individuals who comprise the elderly dependent population will be, in many cases, retiring out of the
work force and likely livingn a fixed or reduced income. In 2000, Connecticut had theighest median
income in the country. By 2005, Connecticut had dropped“pl&ce. In 2009, Connecticut is likely rank&d 4
in median income behind Maryland (1), New Jersey (2), anda\({8%k This ranking is based on the downward
trend from 2000 to 2007. The most recent available datanedian incomdrom the Census Bureau is for
2007.

Consequently, Connecticut public policy makers can anticipate a decrease in the income tafibase (a
adjusting for inflation) with a simultaneous increase in demand and utilization of health services. Additionally,
the increase in the elderly dependent population will result in an increase in the utilization rate of Medicare
providers and servicesatewide. Furthermore, the increase in the size of the retiree population may be larger
than previously forecast due to the collapse of tiesidential real estate marketMost retirees rely on their
homes for the bulk of theiretirement savingslf they cannot sell their homes then theye notlikelyto leave
the state.

Connecticut is not unigue among states that are due to see these demographic changes. However,
Connecticut will be among the first to experience these changes due to the sizeldkitly population and the

decreasing population of children.
